Red tricky words
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Monday:

News: write sentences about what you did over the weekend. You could write sentences about which activity you liked the best from active week? Tell me about games you played, what exercise you did, what movies you watched, if you did any baking, what chores you are doing etc

Draw a picture to go with all your news. Try to get your child to write 3-4 sentences. Watch out for capital letters, finger spacing and full stops!

We will be doing another Zoom meeting on Tuesday afternoon so you can show me your sentences or if you have a picture you can show us instead.

This week in Maths we are looking at data. 
Busy at Maths p.100
The children count the ladybirds and butterflies and colour the coreect amount of boxes (one box per item)

The children should be able to see from the chart how many extra ladybirds there are.

Challenge: see if your child can count the items using their eyes only and then check their answer by pointing at the items and counting out loud again!
Do some extra work on IXL during the week if you have some free time.
Tuesday: 
We will do another Zoom meeting today at 3pm so the children don’t have to do an English worksheet!
We did a scavenger hunt live on zoom last week which was great fun so I plan to do another scavenger hunt this week if you are free please join in. I will email everyone the link.
Busy at Maths p.101
The same as yesterday, colour one box per animal and see which column has the most!
Wednesday:
Wordwise B p.77 “In the park” 
Discuss what they see in the picture. Are there any connections they can make? See if your child can read the questions themselves or if not you read them out and your child can answer them orally.
Ask your child to count how many children are in the picture, how many adults are in the picture and how many people altogether. 
Fortunately we are allowed to go to the park and playground this week but try to keep socially distant.
Maths:

Busy at Maths p. 102
Some children might need concrete materials to help them today. Maybe use lego bricks and they can make the 2 sets and then take away the lego pieces to see what they are left with eg. 8 is more than 7 (8-7=1)
Alternatively the children can cross off the items as they count and see how many are left eg. 8 is more than 7 by ? get your child to go to the 8 basketballs and cross out seven so they will have one basketball left so the answer is 1

Thursday:
Grammar book 1 p.55
Adverbs this week! An adverb describes a verb. It tells us how we are doing something eg. eating loudly, so eating is the action word/doing word and loudly describes the verb so it’s called an adverb!
Ask your child to look at the pictures and name all the actions that people/insects/animals are doing? Encourage your child to sound out the word and try to read it themselves.  Some children will find this tricky but it is very good to practice blending all the sounds to read a word.
Challenge: ask your child to name some other adverbs that aren’t in the picture?!
Maths:

Busy at Maths p. 103
Similar to yesterday but they will do the crossing out in the right hand set as it’s the bigger one! Eg. 6 is less than 7 by? Go to the bigger set, cross out 6 butterflies and you are left with 1 so 6 is less than 7=1
Friday:
Worksheet from our Oral Language programme
Discuss what is happening in the pictures. Adam and Dad are going to make a pizza for dinner. Discuss all the actions in the correct order and then write a sentence to go with each sentence.
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Maths:
IXL

Go to “Data and graphs” P.1 

and “Comparing” G1-7

Gaeilge:
Folens website. “Abair liom B” p.102,103 (lesson 30) “Súil siar 6”
p. 102 Ask your child to point to the pictures and name them if possible
Cuir do méar ar an…..

Doras, cófra, bord, fuinneog, ríomhaire, clár bán
Ask your child to draw some items and colour the items certain colours eg.:
Tarraing an múinteoir. Cuir dath donn ar a gruaig! (teacher with brown hair/ no grey hair please!!!)
Tarraing na páistí. Cuir dath gorm ar a gheansaí. (children with blue jumpers)

Tarraing mála scoile. Cuir dath dearg air (red school bag)

Challenge: Ask your child to name all the items in the picture. Add in extra items and ask them what they are in Irish?
p.103
Point to each picture and say the word as Gaeilge! (feadóg, líomóid, cuisneoir, muc, sparán, geansaí, bogha báistí agus uachtar reoite)
Talk about the pictures Is maith liom uachtar reoite, tá dath ban-derag ar an mhuc, tá sé fuar sa chuisneoir!

If you have a dice play the game and if you don’t have a dice you could put the numbers 1-6 on a piece of paper and shake them up in a cup and pick out a piece and see what number it is! 
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Religion:

This week in Religion we are talking about our world in Summer. Hopefully the weather will improve later in the week! It might be nice to go back over the Creation story in the bible. In class we divided up a page into boxes and drew what was created each day.

Session 1

First of all here are two songs to help you think about God’s creation.

Describe the grass in summer time.
